Purpose/Intent of Meeting: 

To meet with the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee, introduce ourselves, explain the 
comprehensive planning process and identify significant issues and opportunities that should be
addressed in the plan.

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
Introduction  
Nicolette Wagoner and Rob Holzman opened the meeting at 7:45 p.m. with a brief introduction to 
Saratoga Associates. After the members of the Advisory Committee introduced themselves, Rob gave a 
brief overview of the comprehensive planning process (see handout.) He also described to the 
committee SaratogaÕs expectations for them in terms of role and participation. Committee members will 
be relied upon to be the ÒearsÓ within the town, to describe the process to other residents and convey 
community sentiment back to us.  
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The group reviewed the scope of work and discussed deliverables that Saratoga will be providing during 
the comprehensive planning process. Since the project began in August, Saratoga has been developing 
an inventory of existing conditions, which will be reviewed at subsequent meetings. Due to budget 
constraints in 2004, the process is approximately 3 months behind schedule and the current target date 
for completion is July or August 2005. 
 
Our schedule for the next few weeks is as follows: the inventory will be completed in 2-3 weeks, at 
which point we will distribute it to the Advisory Committee for review. At the same time, the draft 
survey for their comments will be prepared. Saratoga will aim to send out the survey in March, and 
expect to receive them back in April and tally results in May. Two Òspecial area charrettesÓ will be held 
this spring, preferably on a Saturday to yield high community participation. After the survey results are 
tallied and the charrettes have been held, we will hold a visioning workshop to define the goals and 
objectives statement for the comprehensive plan.  
  
Issues/Opportunities Identification 
Rob and Nicolette facilitated a conversation based on the following questions, with the goal of 
identifying the assets and challenges the committee deems most important to Woodbury.  
> What do you like about living/working in Woodbury?  
> What is working, and should be protected or enhanced? 
> What problems/concerns should be addressed through the plan?  
> What can be done to improve life in the Town? 
 
The following list is a summary of the assets and challenges developed by the committee.

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
The Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee held its second meeting on March 10 to discuss the 
community survey. Sheila Conroy purchased 3-ring binders for the committee members to begin 
organizing the documents that they are asked to review.   
 
The committee approved the agenda, then reviewed and approved the Feb. 9 meeting notes with one 
change, which was requested by Michael Schack. The final notes will be redistributed to the committee. 
 
Nicolette distributed copies of the meeting notes from the August 2004 Issues Identification workshop, 
which summarized “issues and opportunities” identified by the workshop participants. The workshop 
results and this committee’s Feb. 9 brainstorming session are similar lists; however, they are both useful 
reminders about what town residents prioritize as the comprehensive planning process moves forward. 
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The first version of the community survey was distributed for discussion among the committee. The 
committee members offered comments and suggestions that will be considered during development of 
the next version of the survey. Nicolette asked for comments to be returned to her via email by March 
17. At the next meeting, the revised survey will be presented. Saratoga intends to distribute the survey to 
a random sample of residents in April.  
 
The group spoke briefly about how to promote the survey among residents. Nicolette asked Sheila how 
the Town Board promoted its 2001 senior housing survey. Sheila said that it had been promoted widely 
for several weeks and that by the time they had received it, seniors were eager to participate. In addition, 
the mailing included a self-addressed stamped envelope and was printed on colored paper to attract 
attention. The strategy was successful, as the return rate for the survey was over 40%.   
 
Doug Ottavio mentioned that the Advisory Committee meeting was not posted on the Town of 
Woodbury website (http://www.ci.woodbury.ny.us/) that day. Sheila will speak with the website 
administrator to ensure that future meetings and agendas are posted online. She said that an 
announcement about this meeting and the agenda were posted on Channel 22, and in the future, the 
posting of meeting notices in the Times Herald-Record will be considered.  
 
Before adjourning, Nicolette walked the group through the Inventory and Analysis document, and asked 
them to read it over prior to the next meeting.  
 
The 3rd Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee is scheduled for March 31, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at 
Town Hall. At that meeting the group will discuss the Inventory and Analysis, including maps showing 
land for potential development and conservation that are a product of Saratoga’s analysis.

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
The Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee held its third meeting on March 31 to discuss the 
community survey. The committee approved the agenda, then reviewed and approved the March 10 
meeting notes.  
 
The committee reviewed the revised version of the community survey. Nicolette presented a brief 
power point presentation describing the survey process. We discussed what number of surveys is 
necessary to have a statistically accurate sample that represents the opinions of Woodbury residents. As 
discussed, the town will mail out 1500 surveys, because 370 responses are needed. The surveys will be 
sent to a random sample of residences and businesses. 
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Copying, collating and maili ng will either be done by the committee or by a mail ing house (Staples or 
other) if reasonable rates can be negotiated. George will work with Sheila on this. Nicolette confirmed 
with Information Solutions, the company that will be doing the scanning of surveys, that printing of 
surveys on colored paper is acceptable. They recommend a light pink paper. 
 
Along with the survey, a cover letter will be sent out asking residents to respond. Nicolette will email 
the cover letter to the group for comments. It is important for the letter to capture the attention of those 
who receive it! 
 
The timing of the survey will  depend partially on how long it takes for Saratoga to receive the databases 
from the town (property owners and election rolls) and in what format. We discussed an early- to mid-
May deadline for responses. 
 
Regarding the visioning/special area charrette, Rob described two potential scenarios Ð one, an all-day 
meeting (preferably on a Saturday) with a formal presentation and then small group discussions. The 
other would also be an all day event, but set up as an open house for people to come in and give 
comments at their convenience. One committee member suggested that we hold two meetings Ð one on 
a Saturday and one on a weekday evening. There was concern expressed about attendance for either 
weekends or weeknights, as residents traditionally do not attend public meetings in large numbers. The 
conversation about the charrette was tabled until the next meeting, when we will discuss the format and 
date, with the goal of maximizing attendance. Potential dates are in May and June, after the initial 
survey results are tabulated. 
 
Nicolette asked the group to send her comments about the Inventory and Analysis via email prior to the 
4th Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee, which is scheduled for April 14, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. 
at Town Hall. At that meeting the group will discuss the inventory as well as maps showing land for 
potential development and conservation that are a product of SaratogaÕs analysis.

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
The Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee held its fourth meeting on April 14 to finalize the 
community survey and discuss the inventory and analysis. The committee approved the agenda, then 
reviewed and approved the March 31 meeting notes. Nicolette asked if the meeting notes could be 
displayed on the bulletin board in Town Hall, and Sheila will coordinate this with the Town Clerk. 
 
The committee signed off on the community survey and reviewed a revised version of the cover letter 
that will accompany the survey. Several comments from the group will be incorporated into the letter, 
which will be re-distributed to the group via email. In the next week, Nicolette will work with Sheila to 
determine mailing dates based on how long it will take to obtain the property tax database in a digital 
format. We are still aiming to mail them out in April and set a response date for mid-May. 
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The committee discussed the inventory document, sections 1 and 2. The comments will  be incorporated 
into a revised version of the inventory, which will be the foundation for the draft comprehensive plan. 
We will discuss the remainder of the document at the next committee meeting. 
 
Bob Bristol introduced SaratogaÕs first iteration of conservation, development and synthesis maps to the 
committee. This is an environmental-based planning model that we will use to determine which land in 
Town has a high conservation or development potential. After our criteria are firmly established, we 
will  overlay the existing zoning onto the map to determine if there are sections of Town that are over- or 
under-zoned. These findings will be incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan. 
 
The committee briefly discussed the format of the charrette. One option is for Saratoga to develop some 
designs in-house that will  be further developed with the larger group and the public. The response rate 
from the survey may indicate the amount of public participation that we can anticipate during the 
remainder of the comprehensive planning process. Once the response rate has been determined, it will  
help to guide our decisions about the scope of a public design charrette.  
 
Nicolette asked the group to continue sending comments about the Inventory and Analysis via email 
prior to the 5th Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee, which will be held May 9, 2005 at 7:30 
p.m. at Town Hall. At that meeting the group will finish discussing their comments on the inventory 
(from section 3 to the end of the document.)

To discuss the goals and objectives of the comprehensive plan and coordinate schedules for
the committee’s remaining meetings.

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
The Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee held a Goals and Objectives workshop on June 9. 
The committee approved the agenda and the May 9 meeting notes.  
 
The Inventory and Analysis report is almost completed. Nicolette will send out a second version to the 
committee for review before Friday, June 17. The Preliminary Findings from this report will be 
incorporated into the Draft Plan, therefore the committee is asked to look over these sections carefully. 
 
The Community Survey was mailed to 1,500 residents on May 31. The deadline for returning the 
surveys is June 13. Kudos to everyone who helped to prepare and distribute with this important element 
of our public outreach! 
 
The conservation and development maps are still in development. The resulting maps will be used to 
assist with recommendations on the zoning code update. 
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On July 11, Nicolette will be in Woodbury with two designers from Saratoga Associates to prepare 
some designs for the hamlet areas. Prior to the 11th Nicolette will coordinate with the committee, as we 
may want to meet in Town Hall for part of the day with some of the members. The hamlet design ideas 
will be a significant part of the plan. Although Route 32 is a state highway, it’s also Woodbury’s “Main 
Street” and residents want to keep it that way (and enhance its positive characteristics.) Some committee 
members expressed concern that the CR and LC zoning districts have not been effective on Route 32 
and need to be more carefully defined. We discussed the problem that businesses in the hamlet areas 
have with attracting customers in light of the fact that the areas lack sufficient parking and a critical 
mass of businesses. The Town may be able to request funding from the State’s Main Street program or 
Quality Communities grants.  
 
Woodbury has a newly revived beautification committee that may be engaged to spruce up the hamlet 
areas. It was suggested that a Hamlet Revitalization Committee be formed to lead the effort. This idea 
will be explored in more depth during Plan development.  
 
A draft vision statement and set of goals for the comprehensive plan were sent to the committee in 
advance of the meeting for us to discuss. Revised versions will be sent to the committee in a separate 
document. 
 
The remaining Advisory Committee meeting schedule is dependent on how quickly the surveys are 
returned, as well as the summer Town Board meeting schedule. The tentative date for the 7th 
Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee is June 30, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at Town Hall. At that 
meeting the group will discuss the initial results from the Community Survey and edit an outline for the 
comprehensive plan that will be written based on the vision and goals.

Survey results were reviewed in detail to determine what influence the information should have on the 
direction of the plan. Many of the answers reflect support for actions that the Town is currently 
considering (promoting development that includes an open space component; beautifying the hamlet 
areas, etc.) while other issues that had been discussed in previousmeetings, such as the establishment of 
connections between residential and commercial areas, were not considered important. Overall, the 
surveys showed that Town residents are happy with their neighborhoods and the Woodbury park system 
and unhappy with rising taxes and traffic.  
 
The group discussed the areas that should be considered most carefully on the July 11 charrette by 
Saratoga: the intersection of Route 32 and CR 105 in Highland Mills, the intersection of Route 32 and 
Smith Clove Road in Central Valley and the historic commercial area in Central Valley where a train 
station was formerly located. We will pay careful attention to potential municipal parking area sites, as 
the lack of parking is one reason why so little pedestrian traffic exists in the hamlet areas Ð there is 
nowhere to park a car and get out to walk.  
 
Another component of the Comprehensive Plan will be a plan of the hamlet areas; in particular, the area 
in Central Valley bound by Bond St., Maple Avenue, Smith Clove and Abrams Road and the area in 
Highland Mill s from Park Avenue to Ridge Road. Renderings will be presented at the next meeting. 
 
The next meeting of the Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee will be July 26, 2005 at 7:30 
p.m. at Town Hall. At this meeting, the group will discuss the Preliminary Draft Comprehensive Plan, 
the results from the July 11 charrette and a Plan Recommendations Map. Nicolette will  send the 
Preliminary Draft Comprehensive Plan to the committee for review by July 15.

Purpose/Intent of Meeting: 

To discuss the goals of the Comprehensive Plan and the modifications to the Preliminary Draft
recommended by the Committee members. 

If the meeting notes are not complete, accurate, or in context, please notify the sender of this document of such 
discrepancy within ten days following receipt of this record. 

Bullet Items of Discussion: 
The Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee held its 8th meeting on August 10. The committee 
approved the agenda and the June 30 meeting notes.  
 
Dave Engel, an attorney working on the annexation issues for the Town, attended the meeting to explain
why he recommended that Woodbury commence the Comprehensive Planning process in 2004. He 
described discussions that took place over a year ago regarding growth in neighboring communities. 
Because growth in Kiryas Joel and potential annexation by KJ interests are top concerns, he advised that 
the Plan should include language to this effect in the Introduction.  
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The Plan will  be accompanied by a GEIS because adoption of the Plan is a Type I action under SEQR. 
The Town needs to issue a positive declaration for this action. The GEIS will explore the environmental 
impacts that derive from adoption of the Plan or its alternatives. 
 
Several committee members had legal questions or concerns about the Plan that Dave addressed. There 
was a concern about the recommendations for affordable and senior housing, and Nicolette will fi nesse 
that language for the next Draft. Dave will ask one of his associates to assist with this task. The desire 
for creative, affordable housing options should be expressed in the Plan. Regarding conservation issues 
and open space, the idea of establishing a Town Òopen space trustÓ was brought up. This is an idea that 
will also be explored in updated versions of the Plan. Nicolette will send a revised Draft via email to the 
committee by Wednesday, August 17. Sheila will print a copy for any committee member who requests 
one.  
 
John Baranowski requested the following: ÒTo authorize Saratoga Associates to direct an inquiry to the 
full Town Board on the Board's opinion or instruction, with all necessary explanation, on whether the 
work of the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee should be continued until  such time as the Town 
Board has made final vote on proposed Local Laws of 2005 #4, #5, #6, #7, and #8.Ó The committee 
determined that theyÕd like to proceed with the work, with the goal of plan adoption by October of this 
year.  
   
The date for the 9th Comprehensive Planning Advisory Committee is August 25, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. at 
Town Hall. At that meeting, the group will go over the revised Draft Comprehensive Plan and refine the 
recommendations.
